A Norwegian emigrant played a significant role in early Lincoln Highway history. Anton Westgaard from Hamr
was Vice President of the National Highways Association and Pathfinder & Field Representative for the Ameri-
can Automobile Association (AAA). He was also the first person to cross the American continent by truck in
1910. In 1913 he helped map and select the final route of the Lincoln Highway while participating in a 34 day
vehicle expedition, “The Trail Blazer Tour,” from Indianapolis to San Francisco.

Travelers from Norway and other countries in Europe will be celebrating the 100th anniversary of the Lincoln
Highway by making their own trek across the country in July. The trip starts in New York on July 1st and will
overnight in Cedar Rapids on the 10th and Omaha on the 11th.
